Ray Rice was the all-time leading rusher at Rutgers, with 4,926 yards and 49 TD’s on 910 carries.  He was the first player in the school’s 138-year history to rush for over 1,000 yards in three seasons.  In 2006, Rice was a consensus All-American second-team choice, adding All-Big East Conference first-team honors. He was drafted by the Baltimore Ravens in the 2nd Round of the 2008 draft.
