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NFL Running Back and Gouverneur Native Brian Leonard
to host Youth Football Camps
Brian Leonard Football Camps set for July 6-9 in Canton, New York

TOMS RIVER, NJ – (June 11) – Cincinnati Bengals Running Back Brian Leonard, a native of Gouverneur, NY and star player at Gouverneur High School and Rutgers University, has opened registration for the second Brian Leonard Football Camp. This year he will host a youth football camp near his hometown, in Canton, New York.  Leonard will be at the camp, providing full-time instruction along with a team of coaches.
